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Respect in Sport (RiS) Policy

Purpose of the Policy:

The Saskatchewan Broomball Association is committed to creating a sport environment in which all individuals are treated with
respect and dignity. Coaches have a responsibility to create a sporting environment that is free of harassment, abuse, bullying and

neglect.

Respect in Sport is an on-line training course for coaches and sport leaders. It is designed as a tool to assist coaches in identifying
and dealing with abuse, neglect, harassment, and bullying in sport. The program provides coaches with tools which will assist them
in their ability to deal with legal and moral responsibilities, making them less vulnerable and more confident in dealing with sensitive

issues. This program is a risk management tool, which can assist Saskatchewan Broomball Association members to reduce liability.

The Saskatchewan Broomball Association requires that all coaches participating in Broomball have completed the online Respect in
Sport (RiS) certification (or equivalency*), as required by Sask Sport Inc.

*Coaches who have taken the new NCCP Empower+ moRekpect in School or the Hockey Canada Speak Out Program will be given
equivaleny to the Respect in Sport.

Scope and Application:

Enforcement:

The policy applies to all coaches/managers registered or named on an official sport roster under the
membership jurisdiction of the Saskatchewan Broomball Association.

Coaches not holding valid certification will have until December 31* of each year to complete the RIS

certification training or training equivalency such

Respect in School program.

The Saskatchewan Broomball Association is responsible for setting out the communication strategy specific to
the certification requirements and deadline.

Any coach not having RIS certification (or equivalency) by the deadline established will be removed as a coach
until such time that the course is completed.

Non-compliance with this policy may result in further discipline as determined by the Board of Directors or in
accordance with The Saskatchewan Broomball Association policy.

The Saskatchewan Broomball Association has implemented this policy effective immediately. All head coaches and non-playing
members will be required to complete this online training in order to coach. This is a mandatory program in order to coach the sport
of Broomball.

The Broomball to Compete Clinic (BTC) is replacing both the old Level 1 and the Level 2
coaching progras Training in the BTC context will consist of a 15 hour workshop and

modules that cover topics such as Skills Foundation, Planning, Skills Analysis, and Teaching and
Supporting the Athlete. The coach will also be required to complete a 3.5 hour Mékicey E
Decisions workshop in order to become BTC Trained.

For a coach to become BTC Certified, the coach will be required to build a portfolio that

includes 3 lesson plans, an emergency action plan, a skills analysis assignment, and a completed
selfasgessment and peer assessment. They will also need to be observed coaching in a practice
setting in person or by submitting a video to a qualified evaluator (SK has 2 certified

Evaluators). The final step will be to complete an online evaluation of thenlylBkhical

Decisions module.

Certification wil!/ be for a five year period
maintained provided the coach has been active for two years of the five year period and has
obtained three professiordgvelopment credits during the certification period.

The SBA has minimum requirements for its coaches that intend on coaching at the Minor and
Senior Levels. These minimum requirements are Fully Certified Level 1 (from the old coaching
system) or BTC €rtified (new coaching system). As of 2013 Broomball Canada will require
coaches at the Nationals to be BTC Certified. Plus we expect down the road all coaches will be
required to have their BTC to coach at any Saskatchewan Provincials.

We are very fodnate that Broomball Canada has chosen to host another BTC course in
Saskatchewan and we encourage all interested coaches to attend this clinic. The cost to register

for the BTC course is $200.00 payable to the SBA. The cost for the evaluation polttizs av

additional $150.00. If a coach chooses to pay for both the clinic and the evaluation, the cost will

be $300.00 (a discount of $50.00).h er e al so i s a Making Ethical
to complete and thatmde) aan dApottionef tes®iessnay ( pai d
be recovered through your team MAP Grant eligibility.
