IV. OTHER BUSINESS:


a. Coaching updates
i. Curtis will be assisting the CBF with a BTC course in Manitoba in November.
ii. This playing season is still a grace year under the NCCP coaching program.

b. The BTC course for 2014 will be December 5-7 in Big River.  Must have 8 people to run the course.  

c. BTC Evaluations – Anyone who has taken a course done by Curtis will not be able to have him do your evaluations.  SK does have a second evaluator for this circumstance and that person is Scott Jule also from Regina.  If you have questions about your Evaluations please contact the CBF.
d. RiS – All coaches, non playing members on the bench (manager, injured players etc) must all have their RiS training by December 31st, 2014. e. Officials costs – All officials game fees will be $31 for this season.  Next season they will increase by 5% which was a policy increase 2 seasons ago.  

f. Minor Reps on Board – The SBA is looking for minor broomball players to sit on the SBA board of directors.  They would be treated like a regular Board member.  There are 4 meetings a year, (meals, mileage, accommodations are all covered by the SBA).  This person would need to be in the Midget or Juvenile programs.  Please forward any interested parties to Stacey at the SBA office.

g. Player Clinics – we have been getting a number of requests for player clinics, but only a few people commit to helping with this, so we have had to turn people away.  We need to create a list of interested people who would be willing to help out with these clinics.  If you know of anyone interested please send their names into the office.  

h. Replacement of trophies – The SBA is looking at replacing the 2 Jr trophies this year due to the trophies falling apart.  We are hoping to find sponsors for these trophies.  The trophies roughly run about $700-800 per trophy.  Stacey is going to check with Sask Sport to see about tax receipts and what the protocol is when it comes to this type of thing.

j. Deadline for rosters – Affiliation forms need to be in prior to your first game or practice.  This form can have players added to it anytime, but must have your initial roster in right away.  Provincial registration forms are due by February 1st.  No additions can be made past this date.  If you require more information please contact Stacey at the SBA office.

k. Newsletters – The SBA newsletters come out twice a year.  July and December.  If you’d like something added to the newsletter please send it into the office prior to those time periods.  

l. Bylaw/Policy & Rule Changes 2014 – Don Black summarized the Bylaw & Policy changes for 2014 with additions brought forward by the Executive and Mixed category.  All changes were approved and submitted to the AGM to be voted on.

m. Juvenile Elite Training Camp – This Juvenile camp is designed to help work with our Elite Midget and Juvenile players in hopes to get these players at a level of competition that may be happening in the next couple years at the Winter Canada Games.  This camp will have one and off ice training, sport medicine classes, nutrition etc.  This will also give not only player but coaches and officials an opportunity for development as well.  We are looking at it being around $400 per player and it will be a 3-4 day camp in later August prior to the playing season.  The SBA has a bit of a reserve they plan to use for this type of training.  More information will be available closer to the date of the event.
