CATEGORY REPORTS/INFORMATION:
· Senior – New teams/loss of teams? 
· Regina Men’s League has 4 teams this year (Odessa Renegades, Balgonie Barons, Legends and new Odessa team).  The Jr boys from Odessa will likely play some games during this league too.  

· Big River Rage is new this year to the ladies senior division.  

· There was discussion around the senior category having the same conference call regarding Nationals in the fall.  All in attendance agreed that this would make the Nationals discussion better as it can’t wait until January due to the CBF deadline.  

· Ian Manderscheid brought up the discussion regarding having open tryouts for the Senior Women category the National team vs sending a club team which isn’t competitive at a National level.  Going to this tryout would mean you are interested in this team.  Also would also show commitment to that National.  It was stated that this is a category discussion/decision, so it needs to be brought up at the senior meeting in January, and won’t be something that can be implemented for this season, but could be for next year.  The only problem would be funding from the SBA, as this is something the category would need to figure out from a financial stand point.   Ian said he’d put something together for the senior meeting that Stacey can send out with the agenda.

· The Jr category will have a conference call to discuss this event in November; it went well last year, so we will continue to keep up this system.  The call will be on November 20th, Stacey will arrange it.  
· Minor Positions on the board
- Looking for a male rep that is in the minor category – would like to have a juvenile player from the North for this position if possible.
· Mixed – New teams/loss of teams? 
· Regina lost 2 team; Da Chiefs and Battalion last season, not sure if they will be back this year.  
· The mixed league in Regina has 5 teams.  

· As discussed the mixed teams will be required to attend the senior category meeting so that they are around the table just like the other categories.

d. All categories at this event must have a BTC certified coach on the bench; this is a NON playing coach, even in the mixed category.

Being that SK is hosting, and we have very few people inducted we’d really like this year to the year we nominate as many as we can. · Technical 
· Criminal Record Checks & RIS - Criminal Record Checks will be done every year.  They are only valid from April to April each year and the original is needed for Provincials and Nationals. These are all due at the category registration deadlines along with their team rosters (Minor – Feb. 1, Senior – Feb. 15, Mixed March 1st) SBA delegates will confirm this at Provincials in order to sit on the bench.  All coaches, managers, parents etc on the bench must take their RIS (Respect in Sport) before Provincials.  (CRC only required for minor teams and minor players on Senior teams – players U18)
· BTC Course (Plus MED) & Evaluations – The BTC course for this year will be October 18-20.  Location will be dependent on where the majority of the participants are from.  Fees are $300, and the MED is taking online for $85 later.  There is MAP grant funding available for this course as well.  There were mentions of 7 people interested in taking the course.
· BTE (Broomball to Excel) – In August, the SBA sent Curtis Anderson, Ian Manderscheid and Les Fraser to the BTE course in Quebec.  Chad also attended as a co-facilitator.  This event was over 6 days.  9 people took the course 1 NWT, 3 QC, 2 ON and 3 SK.  Based on the information these coaches received, our province will be hosting HP (High Performance) camps one per year. It will rotate between the north and south.  The coaches will use the drills and reference they got at the course this past summer.  This will be an open camp.  The SBA will have to figure out funding, costs, fees etc.  Whether it would be one or two days, on ice and off.  The target is to have this course the fall of 2020.  This could potentially work into maybe the SK games. 

· Stacey will look into the SK games connection and see how we can possibly get into the games down the road and what the requirements are.  
· Officials Courses 2019

· Officials courses are tentatively scheduled for Regina – Oct 5, La Ronge – Oct 26 and Saskatoon – Nov. 5.  These dates are not confirmed; Stacey will post the official dates and locations on the website and send out to all officials/leagues.  

· Code of Conduct – ZERO tolerance towards officials – coaches/players will be tossed from the game and given a 1 game suspension.
· SBA Office

· Deadline for Affiliation & Registration Forms – Forms must be filled out completely – Minor Category is February 1/20; Senior February 15/20, Mixed March 1/20.  (Senior and Mixed teams must have initial roster and fees submitted by meeting in January).  
· CRC date to hand in & new fee - $10 and letter is on SBA website – both City (Regina & Saskatoon) will be charging this, not sure about RCMP (rural) yet.
· Player Clinics/Loaner Kits – 3 kits are going to Saskatoon with Rachelle and 2 are staying with the SBA.
a. We already have 5 groups who have requested the kit in the North and have requested one player clinic.  

b. Stacey will be looking at getting in touch with the schools who previously used the Lace to the top program to see if they’d like to lend out their equipment.  
· Newsletters – sent out in July.
· SBA Awards Night Format – will be partnered with Goldbroom
· AON Incident Reporting (30/90) – get your incident reports in as soon as it happens, even if there are no doctors required.
· Larry submitted rulebook changes which will be looked at in the proposed rule change section.  

· Dennis Knight Trophy – Tyson Bergen has the trophy, Curtis and Joey will collect the trophy from him before the season starts.  

· SPEA Conference – The SBA is currently advertising on the SPEA website and through their newsletter.  In the spring for their conference we will try and get some information on their agenda.  

· In the team packages this season Stacey sent out a few information packages.  

a. Comprehensive School Community Health – This is an information packet to encourage strong family, school and community partnerships to improve student success and well-being.  This is just information to help with the overall health of the student/player.  

b. Responsible Coaching Movement – is a multi-phase, system wide movement, coordinated by the Coaches Association of Canada and the Canadian Centre for Ethics in Sport which has the potential to affect all sport organisations and coaches. With a vision for creating change, sport organizations are encouraged to put their pledge into action.  The packet covers Rule of Two, Background screening, and Respect and Ethics Training.  The information packet has some links to videos to help with this movement.  

c. Sport Medicine & Science Workshops – The SBA has access to $1000 of funding for workshops for its members.  Some examples are Sports Aid, Taping, How to Prevent Injuries, Recognize care for common injuries, Concussion, Drug Awareness etc.  For more information talk to Stacey.
